Cesta byla
motivovana cilem setkat se ve volné ptirodé
sjednim z nejkrasnéjSich a nejvétSich dennich
motyl( svéta, druhu Ornithoptera Goliath Procus.
O tom, zdali se stimto motylem opravdu setkali
a také o nevSednich zazitcich pfi navstévach tra-
di¢nich turisticky atraktivnich mist pojednava tento

soubor fotografii. llustruje zamér autora priblizit
exotické pavaby krajiny, krasy Zivé i nezivé prirody,
kulturni a historické pamatky i snahy mistnich lidi
pfirodu pozménit ke svému prospéchu. Nebo také
ukazuje jejich opacné usili o zachovani Zivotniho
prostfedi v plvodni podobé pro dalSi generace.
Mottem vystavy chce autor prispét k ochrané
prirody v jeji ryzi ¢i alespon Zivotaschopné podobé.
Jde mu oochranu zachovalych biotopl se
zajimavymi ¢ ohroZzenymi ZivoCiSnymi nebo
rostlinnymi druhy. Vizualnim zprostfedkovanim
svych zazitkl v autentickém prostfedi nabizi
informace verejnosti k probuzeni jejiho zajmu

o tuto méné zndmou a ohrozenou skupinu hmyzi
fiSe — ornitoptery. Tém se nékdy také ftika
ptakokridleci, kvlli jejich ohromnym k¥idldm
pfipominajicim ptaci kridla. Tito motyli se jako
Uchvatné preludy tfepotaji nad hustou tropickou
vegetaci a laicky pozorovatel ma co délat, aby
uvéril svym smysliim, Ze nejde o Zadnou chiméru.
Tak, jak se dafi popularizaci velkych zvifat, jakymi
jsou sloni, pandy, nosorozci apod., vnést do
podvédomi lidi vystrahu o jejich mozném vymizeni
ze svéta, tak chce autor postupovat pfi ochrané
ornitopter. Diky své krase se stali popularnimi mezi
sbérateli, a proto se ¢asem dostali na seznam
CITES, ¢ili "na index Umluvy o mezinarodnim
obchodu s ohrozenymi druhy volné Zijicich Zivo-
Cichl a rostlin". Tento krok se castecné osvédcuje
proti jejich masovému odchytu v pfirodé, jako se
podobné stava v pripadé papouskd nebo plaz(,
avsak nezabranuje jejich postupnému vymirani
v dUsledku zanikani jejich pfirozeného prostredi.

Cim rychleji se rozviji doprava po celém svété, tim
rychleji postupuje globalizace a plvodni kulturné-
historické i prirodni hodnoty mizi.

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A QUEST FOR A GOLDEN CHIMERA

WITH PROMOTION TO UNDERSTANDING,
WITH UNDERSTANDING TO PROTECTION

The photo-exhibition illustrates the journey of two
passionate travellers, Lubos and Yveta Ziznavsky,
around Indonesia in September and October 2010.
Their motivation to go on such journey was a
desire to encounter one of the world’s largest and
most beautiful butterflies in the wild, the species
Ornithoptera Goliath Procus. Whether they
actually did meet this butterfly and what exciting
things they experienced while visiting the

traditional tourist highlights is all to be seen in this
set of photographs. The author's effort to promote
sightseeing in exotic areas around the world is also
illustrated - landscape charms, animate and
inanimate beauties of nature, cultural and
historical monuments and local people's effort to
alter the natural landscapes for their own benefit.
Yet their contrary effort to preserve the original
environment for future generations is presented as
well. This way the author wants to contribute to
the protection of nature in its pure or at least
"viable" form. He pursues a protection of
preserved habitats with interesting or endangered
animal or plant species. By presenting his

experience in the authentic environment visually,
the author provides the public with information to
attract their interest in this less frequently known
and endangered group of insect kingdom -
ornithopteras. These are commonly known as
“birdwings” due to their huge wings resembling
bird’s wings. These butterflies flutter over the
dense tropic vegetation like fascinating phantoms
and a laic observer can’t believe his or her senses
that it is no chimera. Just like the promotion of
large animals such as elephants, pandas, rhinos
etc., manages to make people aware of their
possible disappearance from this world, the author
aims to proceed similarly to protect ornithopteras.
Due to their beauty they became popular among
collectors so that, later, they were added to the list
of CITES, i.e. “the index of the Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild
Fauna and Flora". This act has been partially
successful in preventing their extensive capture in
the wild just like it is common in case of parrots or

reptiles, but it cannot prevent their gradual
extinction due to dwindling of their natural
habitats.

The faster the transportation around the world
develops, the faster the globalization advances and
authentic culturally - historical and natural values
wane. Human values nowadays standardize in the

name of Progress, Prosperity and Profit. This leads
to changes in the character of landscapes. It is a
well-known fact that economically exploited land
loses the variety of species (biodiversity). This
alarms the author to record the last surviving
natural rarities. He is now presenting them to you
to encourage ecological sustainable development
and finding alternatives that are friendlier to the
Earth. This approach is intended to arouse the
viewer's curiosity and a desire to visit the regions
presented, and to see the offered scenes with their
very eyes before they disappear in the name of
civilization.
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
